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GEG Unveils the Exhibition “GRACE KELLY: From Hollywood to
Monaco — Artists' Tributes”

May 15, 2019 — Presented by Galaxy Entertainment Group (“GEG”), and co-organized
by GEG Foundation and Grimaldi Forum Monaco, the exhibition “GRACE KELLY: From
Hollywood to Monaco — Artists' Tributes” was unveiled this afternoon at Galaxy
Macau™. The exhibition is part of “Art Macao”, which is under the patronage of the
Secretariat for Social Affairs and Culture of the Macao Special Administrative Region
Government and organized by the Cultural Affairs Bureau and the Macau Government
Tourism Office.

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Oscar award, wedding gown, the eponymous Kelly bag, designer jewelry, and a rare
portrait print by pop art artist Andy Warhol that is being displayed outside of the Palace
for the first time. It also showcases the history of the House of Grimaldi and an array of
art pieces inspired by Princess Grace. The exhibition, combining different elements of
history, culture, fashion and art, brings a new aspect to GEG’s world-class facilities.

Residents and visitors alike will enjoy the range of leisure, arts and entertainment
offerings at Galaxy Macau.
