Professionals were also invited to interact with the participants with aims of enhancing
their specialized knowledge and skills. To nurture the patriotism of the participants and
provide them a more thorough understanding of Chinese history and culture, the 10th
YAP also included a visit to the “Base of the Education of Love for Motherland and for
Macau for Youth People”. In addition, a new comic competition was also included to
motivate the public to get vaccinated and help Macau establish herd immunity.
